	1. Goal No. 7 – “A city that maximizes the river through the use of water elements that serve as cultural and recreational resources.” 
	· Provide more activities and access along the river for people.
	· Provide safe walkways for seniors.

· Tie walkways to corridors & senior living areas

· Landscape for safety including lighting, telephones and bike patrols

· Improve river use for recreation - create safer entrances to safe areas of the river for pedestrians

· Provide BBQ, chess tables in parks along the river

· Start annual Bakersfield cultural/our peoples’ heritage festival along river.

· Weekly art displays & sales along river

· Piped music & misters along walkways 

	2. Goal No. 6 – “A community that maximizes the use of trees, greenbelts, and water throughout the community, including walking and bike paths, neighborhood parks, and landscaped transportation resources.”
	· Bike path plans by city that need endorsements & recommendations were presented.

· Implement greenbelt corridor along river with bike bath from mouth of Kern River to Buena Vista Lake 

· “Green-up” Kern River as backbone of greenbelt corridor plan.

· Improve entrances to Bakersfield at Rosedale Hwy from Hwy 99.
	· A 30 mile Class 1 bike path that circles Lake Ming and extends to the western boundary of the 2800 ac. Water Bank by 12/2001.  Funding is in place for the work.

· Bike paths must access Metro Park.

· Create long-term landscaping plan for Kern River corridor.

· Develop green, landscaped river shoreline along Kern River. at intersection of Hwy 99 and Rosedale Hwy at Beach Park.  Include recreational facilities such as volleyball and equestrian.

· Use Prop 12 and 13 bond money
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	3. Goal No. 9 – Greater Bakersfield is a community with many diverse offerings of arts and culture for the enjoyment of all
	· Ensure culture is throughout community and represents our diverse community.

· Move toward government funding support for the arts in greater Bakersfield.

· Inspire people & businesses to enhance neighborhoods, through murals, and other public art
	· By 2004 publicly funded museums and concerts must have 30% of their programs dedicated to local talent & diverse cultures

· Create diverse cultural museums in warehouses by BMA.

· Create culture diversity areas in parks with monuments and sculptures Each major cultural group should have representation in public areas

· Increase public art - outdoor mosaics, open sculpture gardens

· Develop permanent and seasonal exhibits to celebrate diverse local cultures

· Dedicate a percent of public funding to Arts (public funding leads to grants)

· Develop a plan for public art to coordinate efforts. Identify areas that will maximize the exposure of the art to people then invite proposals for those areas

· Sponsor contest to design art plan throughout community.

	4. Goal No. 10 – “Greater Bakersfield is a community with museums, theatres, and live musical entertainment that are destinations for residents and visitors.
	· Develop cultural/museum master plan incorporating KC museum, CALM, BMA, performing arts center, BV museum, Metro Park, etc. to put into a $100,000,000 bond issue

· Expand master plan for bond issue to include rest of county.

· Develop Metro Park with recreation and museum complex to make it a tourist destination
	· Raise $350,000 by 9/2000 for Bakersfield Museum of Art facility expansion

· Provide public a good visualization of a cultural/museum master plan, plan to take 3 to 4 years to develop needed public support for the bond issue.

· Develop/encourage Arts Council of Kern

· Encourage a long range plan for the symphony

· Build a 1,500 seat performing arts venue

· Build an outdoor  theatre at Metro Park with trees and misters for summer concert comfort (model is the Redlands bowl)

· Exploratorium (e.g. San Francisco)

	· Use a revitalized downtown to encourage the arts

	· Use downtown buildings for evening activities

· Artist’s alley(close of alleys in evening- art music).
