	Pursuit of alternative fuel/zero emission vehicles
	· Get community agreement to use community as test bed for electric cars (have excess power from co-gens and short commutes); use as funding leverage for electric cars purchase

· Convince public of desirablility of electric or hybrid vehicles

· Clean cities coalition- $2,000 rebate program toward cars

· Get infrastructure in place to support alternative fuel cars

· Use electric car-city as marketing point

· City/county funding for electric vehicles

· Program at BC etc. for mechanical/service infrastructure

· Pursue funding through legislature

	Reduce mobile source emissions
	· Encourage more right turn lanes ( less time waiting at stop lights)

· Allow electric bikes in greenbelt/class I bike path corridors

· Make more connections between bike path and metro areas

· Need a beltway fwy to get cars off the stop and go street

· Encourage car pool parking lots and car pool hwy by beltway

· Encourage pedestrians and car pooling

	Have a Vision 2020 presence in land use planning arena for air pollution reduction policies
	· Support city and county strategies that provide incentives to infill and increase density to reduce car trips

· Promote mixed use development

· APCD needs to have approval authority on land use planning

· Discourage “maze” developments- island cities (Laurelglen)

· Design subdivisions around mixed use centers

· Make shopping areas friendly to pedestrians
